And what a bumper Christmas season we had, while everyone was enjoying their well deserved     
year-end break, we were working harder than ever!   
 
 

In our last news letter we put out an appeal to you, our supporters, to please assist us with a 
few Christmas stocking fillers to spoil our rescues with a little something for Christmas.  We 
had a total of 30 dogs in our care over the festive period. Two days before Christmas I 
received an email all the way from England from Michelle and Andrew, blessing us with a

an unexpected windfall and between the two, we were able to buy a treat and a toy for 
each of the 30 dogs in our care at the time.

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Adoptions : 
 
Between October and November we gained 6 new huskies in need of good homes. In December we 
took in a further 4 dogs and since the start of January another 4 dogs have come in to Hillcrest Husky 
Haven with more waiting , this all over and above the 8 kennel dogs we were already looking after and 
not to mention those rescues that live in the house. 
 
This was a very stressful time for us trying to figure out how to house all the new dogs but then 
suddenly the dogs started moving out almost as fast as they were coming in. This is a first in the 
history of Husky Rescue in KZN that we were able to successfully re-home 8 dogs in two months.  
 
Through the course of December, Natasha, Shanzie and Samara were adopted by fabulous families.  
Zoe came in but went back to her family three weeks later after they fixed their fence to prevent her 
from escaping.  Nemo and Panda came in and were adopted two weeks later by fantastic families. 
 

             But, the most awesome news of all for January is the adoption of Mack and Sham after being 
with me for 16 months.  They went to the same 
home (fitting since they have been together all 

this time) and Daniel (with the help of Ceiri) have 
made them so happy that their personalities have 

even changed. Mack was with me because of 
jumping walls and gate running. He now stands 
right by the open gate and watches as his family 

drive in and out without a care in the world. 
Sham was always dog aggressive and we thought 
she would have to be an only dog, she now plays 

with Mack for hours on end.  If this story does not
